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Krashen (1982) argues that extensive reading will lead to
language acquisition, provided that certain preconditions are
met. These include adequate exposure to the language,
interesting material, and a relaxed, tension free learning
environment
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Grabe (1991:391) and Paran (1996:30) have emphasized the
importance of extensive reading in providing learners with
practice in automaticity of word recognition and decoding the
symbols on the printed page (often called bottomup
processing).
