Technology Number 12 of 2024 on the Curriculum)

2. Early exposure to English texts is crucial (Lie, 2023)

3. Challenge: Limited access to English books in schools

1. School libraries lack leveled English readers.

2. School libraries has not provided appealing corner for English book. 

3. Students exposed only to unleveled, difficult English texts.

4. English teachers face difficulties integrating reading into lessons.
