• Intensive reading

• Shadow reading on apps

When do students start learning English?



Challenges in doing ER:

• Parents do not recognize ER as a must.

• Lack of time

• Parents have poor English skills and do not know 
how to engage in ER.

• Difficulty in selecting appropriate reading 
materials.

• How to do ER in the classroom/at home

1-Offline Home-based ER Program

• Daisy, based in Hunan, a private after-
school institute

•  k-9 graders, mainly primary students
• 50 lessons per year, 90-120mins/per 

lesson
• Course book, Look+ER(250 readers/year)

1500+ leveled & graded readers

How can she run the ER program？

12-15 consecutive days during Summer and 
Winter breaks, 2-hour daily lessons
• 30 minutes of in-class reading per lesson

• 30 books available for extensive reading checkout after class

Weekly sessions during spring & fall semesters 
(typically weekends)
• Primarily assigned as homework

• No dedicated ER time during class

• In-Class Activity: book sharing activities



Summary of Offline Home-based ER Program

• Annual Reading Goal: 200-250 graded readers / 
books for young beginners

• Input Methods: Extensive Reading 
(ER) + Extensive Listening (EL)

• No tests, but keep reading logs after reading
• In-Class Component: Limited ER time + Sharing 
activities (based on reading)

• Monitoring: The teacher reviews reading logs 
regularly.

• Sally, based in Guangzhou, a community after-
school learning center

•  k-6 graders

• 3-4 lessons/week, 45-60mins/lesson

• Seperate ER lessons(Mon.-Fri.)+PU
（weekends）

• How many- 300-500 books  
per year

3- Online ER Camp

PERC-FLTRP online reading camp

• A Short-Term (12-Week) Reading Program

• 200+ Participants, aged 3-10 

• 138 leveled readers (decodable readers）

• 12 live sessions (1 per week)

• The Online community(wechat group) sends 
weekly reading reminders, praises students 
and encourages family reading practice.
